Proposed Arrangement
Match Schedule
· Approximately 20 home games between April 26th and September 13th, 2025
· Saturday matches: 1:00 PM - 7:30 PM
· Sunday matches: 2:00 PM - 7:00 PM (flexible timing early/late season)
Facility Usage
· No additional requirements beyond existing facilities
· Utilisation of playing fields, cricket square, sight screens, and club equipment
· Village Hall changing rooms and toilet access to be arranged
Insurance Coverage
· Both clubs maintain standard ECB insurance policies including third-party liability
· Islip CC has additional coverage for equipment theft and damage
Maintenance Responsibilities: Pre-season (Shared):
· Weekly square cutting
· Square rolling (5 times)
· Installation of vinyl covers
· In-Season (Garsington lead, Islip support):
· Wicket cutting, rolling, and repairs
· Square maintenance (weekly/bi-weekly)
· Post-match maintenance
· Pitch watering as needed
Match Day (Responsibility of playing team):
· Equipment setup/takedown
· Pitch preparation and marking
· Changing room maintenance
Post-Season (Islip CC):
· Professional square maintenance (scarifying, top dressing, reseeding)
· Equipment storage and cleaning

Agenda item: 11 – Burial Ground Water Supply
A request was made to Royal Mail for a postcode allocation for the Burial Ground initially needed to establish a water supply with Thames Water. Royal Mail responded (ref: 241004-001630) stating that postcodes are only issued to properties with accessible letterboxes and council registration. Following this response, an alternative solution of installing a water butt was proposed. The council need to agree to purchase a water butt and a shelter structure to collect the water up to £1,500 to be taken from the general reserves.
